It is with this steadfast, immovable, abounding heart that 
we face each day in the work of ImpacTauranga as we 
come alongside the tamariki/young person and whanau/
family with aroha/love, manaaki/care and ahurutangi/safe 
practice, to support our tamariki and whanau.  
 
Our beautiful nation is in chaos when it comes to the core 
of our society άthe family unitέΣ how can we be world  
leaders in such a negative way?, things must change!! At 
ImpacTauranga we are committed to change this, we are 
the dispensers of hope! Not dope!!, we must continue to 
fight the good fight of faith, hope and love and never give 
up!!   

Arndt House – residential care.  
Arndt House provides residential care for youth aged 12 – 
17 years of age.  This care can be temporary (28 days) or 
longer if necessary. 
In our residential home this year we have completed over 
1,100 bed nights, with six beautiful young women in our 
care.  
 

Outcomes: 
- 3 have returned to family with strengthened                    
 relationships and support.  One mother saying that this 
 service has άHELPED IMMENSELYέ at a critical time in 
 our family life and we are very thankful.  
-  1 has gone on to another residence  
-  2 young women are currently still in care.  
 
Youth and Family Social Services: 
Family support, behaviour management and strategies to 
strengthen relationships, residential intervention and 
mentoring are some of the support services we use to 
wrap around families.  This year we have supported over 
20 families. 
 

Outcomes include: 
 – returned to her mother with a greater appreciation of

It has been an awesome first half of 
2019. 
 

In March we received our 18th referral, 
thus completing our F19 contract with 
Youth Justice, Oranga Tamariki.  Again, 
we have completed our contract early 
and will be seeking another increase in 
units come July when our contract is 
renewed. Although we have               
technically completed our contract we 
are still accepting referrals and are 
able to stretch the funding to ensure 
we can still support young people in 
need.  
 

We are currently supporting twelve 
young people and have been seeing 
some great results. Four of our young 
men recently received 282 DischargeΩs 
(no record of offending), which is the 
best possible outcome and is awarded 
when the young person shows good 
engagement in the mentoring program 
and other services and completes their 
court plan requirements like               
community service. Another young 

man from TYA that we were                             
supporting made some substantial 
changes in his behaviour with our          
support and has been accepted back 
into mainstream school, which was 
believed to be very unlikely to happen. 
He is doing well in school and                     
thoroughly enjoyed having a mentor 
he could talk with and be challenged 
by. 

We also received some great feedback 
from one of the mums of a young man 
we worked with. She said άthe           
ImpacTauranga program is awesome 
and IΩm really grateful for all the work 
the mentors have done with my sonέΦ 
She is also looking into ways she can 
support ImpacTauranga in order to 
help continue the work we do with 
young people.  

Some more great feedback comes 
from one of our mentors who bumped 
into a young lady she mentored in 
early 2018. This young lady was         
accepted into a residential house that 
provided a treatment program for 
youth struggling with various                    
addictions. She has since successfully 
completed her rehab program, is now 
in full-time employment, and has   
remained out of trouble for over a 
year now. Her mentor was really    
happy to hear about the amazing   
progress this young lady has made.    
 

Last month we had some of our young 
men complete some of their              
community service hours here at          
ImpacTauranga. They did some great 
work around the ImpacTauranga 
grounds including gardening, clearing 
rubbish, and removing some trees. The 
boys worked hard and we are grateful 
for their time.
